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12.2 : Recommendations

1. The necessity of coordination between the various agencies responsible for tourism, as
the development of the tourism sector is not the responsibility of the Tourism Authority
only, but through the support of several ministries such as the Interior, Transport,
Industry, Finance and other ministries, Which have a great role in activating the
tourism movement in the country, so there must be coordination between these
ministries to implement the strategy of tourism development.

2. Rehabilitation of the infrastructure of tourist activity through the development and
multiplicity of types of tourism activities throughout Irag and stimulate tourism
awareness through the media and the organization of programs on tourist areas inside
or outside Irag.

3. Facilitate the registration law of travel and tourism companies as a central law and
follow strict security contexts.

4. Transfer of powers in the field of tourism from central to all governorates of Iraqg, which
leads to the promotion of tourism activity and provide employment opportunities to
improve the individual income.

5. Training the tourism leaders in the governorate on how to draw up strategic tourism
visions and know their role in building and developing all tourism activities through the
experiences of the leading countries in the field of tourism.

6. Encouraging tourism and hotel investment through the establishment of a system to
encourage tourism investment in the region and different regions and Diversification the
incentives for tourism and hotel investment such as tax exemptions and facilitate
customs procedures for the equipment and equipment needed.

7. Review the tourism agreements concluded with some neighboring countries and Gulf
States and passengers through Baghdad airport, Najaf and land way.

8. Rehabilitation of travel companies and management of hotels, restaurants and
recreational areas through training courses according to tourist standards and
compliance with scientific methodology used to attract tourists.

9. Restructuring and rehabilitating the destroyed tourist areas from the impact of the
military operations in Babylon and Nineveh and the archaeological sites in the other
governorates, restoring them and taking care and retrieving what was destroyed and

stolen from them.
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CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

12.1 Conclusions

1. The results of the survey showed that the number of governorates covered by the survey
is (13) federal governorates and the number of companies that contributed to the survey
(721) companies.

2. The value of achieved revenues (62.4) billion dinars, that is, companies made profits
during the survey period.

3.There are several types of travel and tourism companies in terms of legal classification:

Type I: Travel and tourism companies that take Work permit from the Tourism
Authority

Type 2: passenger transport companies and take their Work permit from the private
transport authority,

Type 3: the companies of Hajj and Umrah and take their Work permits from the Hajj
and Umrah authority

Type 4: Medical tourism companies that take Work permit by the Ministry of Health.
But, In terms of the actual practice of the activity, all companies are engaged in tourism

work and have tourist groups, programs, tickets and passports.

4. Increasing the percentage of achieved revenues is due to the promotion of tourism
activity through the diversity of tourism in Iraq, including religious tourism, where the
number of visitors to and from the country to visit the religious shrines and sites. Where
religious tourism constitutes a high percentage of tourist activity and the Iraqgi Airways
started to set a lower value on the ticket price, which encouraged travel and tourism

companies to coordinate with them to increase the number of tourist trips.

5. Through the field work has been known that the change in the dates of flights directly
impact on the loss of some of the tourism companies where the owner pays the amount
of the difference in ticket fees as well as the extension of the reservation on the date,

which weighs on the company and hotel charges and other expenses.

6. We conclude from the survey the lack of Staff working in the tourism sector and not

qualify them to the level of Tourism progress reached by the countries of the world.

11. Main Indicators and Statistical analyses

1- Number of companies
The results of the survey show that the number of travel and tourism companies (721)
companies that are engaged in tourism activities, which includes (13) provinces (Nineveh,
Anbar and Kurdistan region) for the year 2016 as in Table (1).

2- Income
Travel and tourism companies at the governorate level achieved the value of production
(revenues) (62.4) billion dinars in 2016 for the surveyed governorates, where the highest
level of revenues in the province of Baghdad amounted to (22.1) billion dinars, followed
by the province of Basra (12.8) billion dinars and the lowest value of revenue was
Maysan governorate (183) million dinars. As in Table (2).

3- Compensation of employees
Workers' compensation, which includes wages, benefits in kind and contribution to
social insurance, amounted to 10.8 billion As in Table (2).

4- Intermediate consumption (commodity and services inputs)
The value of inputs (goods and services) amounted to (23.8) billion dinars for the year
2016 for the governorates covered by the survey, as the value of goods inputs (2.6)
billion dinars and the value of service inputs (21.2) billion dinars. As in Table (2).

5- The number of employees
In the surveyed companies in 2016 was (3088) paid and unpaid workers
(2047) are Iraqi workers and 1017 are unpaid Iraqgi workers, non-lraqgi workers are 22,
and 2 are unpaid. As in Table (15).

6- Fixed assets
The results of the survey showed that capital expenditures (net fixed assets) of
companies covered by the survey amounted to (11.5) billion dinars for 2016, as in
Table (4).

7- Number of passengers:
The results of the survey showed that the number of passengers to this activity
(629900) passengers for the year 2016 of them (182369) passengers inside Iraq by
29% of the total passengers of companies surveyed and 447531 passengers
outside Irag by 71%. The highest governorate was the number of passengers
inside and outside Iraq; Baghdad governorate (304158) passengers followed by
the governorate of Kirkuk (109281) passenger and appeared less governorate
with the number of passengers inside and outside Iragq, Maysan governorate
(950) passengers. As in Table 19 and 20.

Note: These data cannot be compared with the year 2013, for the year to include all
the governorates of Iraq (18) governorates with the Kurdistan region, while in 2016
was included (13) of the provinces of Iraq except the provinces of Nineveh, Anbar,
Security that passes through those governorates and not include the Kurdistan
region.
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10.Concepts and Definitions

Tourism Company: a company owned by one person or more with operating capital. It
specialized in offering high quality organized services to persons named internally or
externally tourists, it is called a tourist company it is responsible to transport, shelter and
offer food and beverages to tourists.

+ Gross value of output: the returns from transport, tourism and tickets sale as well as
revenues from services offered for others by the company for instance (rent returns,
employing for others ...etc.)

+ Intermediate consumption: consists of the total monetary value of goods and services
consumed or used up as inputs in production by enterprises excluding fixed assets which its
consumption is consuming fixed capital (depreciation). The commaodities and services may
be converted or completely consumed in production process when some inputs
remanufactured to be included in outputs whereas other inputs may be totally exhausted
like electricity or other same services.

+ Value added at producer price: gross value of production (returns) less value of
requirements. It is a measurement for a producer's contribution in GDP.

+ Compensations of employees: work returns which consists of wages, cash and non- cash
bonuses sharing and social insurance paid to employees for services they offer.

+ Operations surplus: the surplus accruing from value added to employees compensations. It
calculates the surplus and deficit resulted from production.

+ Fixed Capital Formation (FCF): it refers to a measure of the net additions to the fixed
assets deducted the assets exempted. It is divided by asset type for example (buildings,
machinery, furniture ...etc.) that is, it is depends on the theory that says: the community
does not recruit all its production powers to create direct consumption goods but it
converts some to produce capital goods. GCFC is either gross with depreciation or net
without lessening depreciation and it can be classified by activity and assets type.

+ First period Inventory: all inventory of company at beginning year and the periodic of
previous survey year before 1/1/2016.

+ Last period Inventory: all inventory of company at the end of survey year at 31/12/2016.
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8. Fieldwork

A fieldwork plan was developed for 13 governorates of Irag. The period of work was 23 days
depending on the size of each governorate. Where the number of supervisors central (12),
including (2) supervisor of the governorate of Baghdad and (10) central supervisor in the rest
of the governorates by a central supervisor for each governorate. The number of local
supervisors (13) supervisor by the local supervisor for each governorate. The number of field
researchers (30) field researcher from the staff of the Central Statistical organization in
Baghdad and the governorates covered by the survey.

Audit questionnaire and checked in the center of each governorate by the local supervisor
and the central supervisor.

+ Second stage
The questionnaires of survey were audited by the Central Statistical organization by a
trained technical team, which took 10 days.

+ Third stage:
The application forms for the survey of travel and tourism companies were submitted to
a data division. The period of data entry on the questionnaire was (26/9 - 2/10/2017). A
survey program was prepared and used by Information technology / And a special file
assistant after inserting the data into the Excel program and send it to the statistical
analysis team that receives the final tables by the statistical program (SPSS).

+ Fourth stage:
The results were analyzed by the Directorate of Transport and Communication Statistics
and included in the charts and diagrams and the final version of the report, which
included the documentation of all the operations carried out in the survey.
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4. Scope and Coverage Of the Survey:

The frame of survey after being updated covered all travel and tourism companies in private
sector in 2016 in 13 governorates of Iraq federal governorates which practice its tourism
activity according to the Unified International Tourist Classification except (Nineveh, Al-
Anbar and Kurdistan region).
Survey results revealed that total companies practices tourism activity within the concept of
tourism in governorates covered in the survey are (721).

5.The questionnaire

The questionnaire was designed to meet needs of national accounts directorate. It has been
completed after consultations with CSO directorates and directors in the centers and
governorates.

It contains three chapters:

1- Cover: includes introductory data on the governorate, Qadaa, Nahia, the company,
company title, foundation year, census-building number, kind of tourism activity Legal
entity...etc.

2- Compiling data tables: the indicators relevant to production during the survey period.
This chapter has covered number of employees, labor cost, capital expenditures,
commodity and service requirements (intermediate consumption), revenues, other
expenses and number of employees.

3- Guidelines appendix: includes the definitions of indicators and requested data in the
guestionnaire.

6. Data collecting method

A new framework was developed for travel and tourism companies by administrative units
and the tourist activity included 13 governorates from the governorates of the Federal
Republic of Iraq except Nineveh and Anbar governorates. The data collected in a personal
interview of the companies covered by the survey.

Through this method can illustrate the concepts in the questioner With the data provider or
the owner of the company ,where the tasks and business were distributed to field researchers
and local and central supervisors ,in the surveyed governorates to complete these data after
training in the Central statistics organization by (Video conference) for the days (7-
8/08/2017) to explain the detentions of travel and tourism companies form for the year 2016
survey questioner.

7. Time Schedule

The survey was carried out by the Directorate of Transport and Communications Statistics at
all stages of identifying the needs and indicators required in the survey and questionnaire
design. The logistics work was completed. The survey framework then collected for all
companies licensed by the relevant authorities in 2016. However, Survey delay to 2017.

Field work began on updating the previous framework on 2017/8/8 until 2017/8/30 field
researchers from Baghdad and the governorates, (30) field researcher from Baghdad and
governorates , (13) local supervisor from each governorate and with the contribution of (12)
central supervisor from within the Directorate above with supporters of the Central statistics
organization (4) programmers from the Systems and Programs Division, (2) from Statistical
Analysis Department and (25) from the data entry in the input division. The office monitoring
and auditing were limited after filling out the survey questionnaire and finalizing the report
to the members of the Directorate of Transport and Communications Statistics.
